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PSC allows separate accounting of Kentucky Power storm costs

The Kentucky Public
Service Commission (PSC)
today allowed Kentucky
Power Co. to set up a separate
account to track power restora-
tion costs and other expenses
associated with recovery from
the damage caused by the
severe ice storm in January, a
wind storm in February and
severe thunderstorms in May.

The account, known as a
regulatory asset, is a tool that
allows unusual or one-time
costs to be deferred for a peri-
od of time for possible future
recovery through rates.

While the establishment of
regulatory assets is done in
expectation of future cost
recovery through rates, it is not
a guarantee of recovery. That
determination will be made in
a future rate case based upon

the evidence presented in that
proceeding.

Kentucky Power, a sub-
sidiary of American Electric
Power Co., is allowed to estab-
lish a regulatory asset of $10.3
million, which is the amount
the utility requested.

The  regulatory  asset
includes $5.6 million in costs
connected to the ice storm in
late January, $3.4 million for
the wind storm that followed
two weeks later and $1.3 mil-
lion for the May 8 and May 9
thunderstorms. It does not
include any of the costs of the
ongoing restoration efforts fol-
lowing last weekend’s the
Snow storm. 4

In granting the request, the
PSC noted that it based its
decision on the cumulative
costs of all three events, rather

than each individual event.
Kentucky Power serves
about 176,000 customers in 20
counties in eastern Kentucky.
About 33,000 Kentucky
Power customers lost power in
the ice storm. The Feb. 11
wind storm knocked out power
to about 39,000 of the compa-
ny’s customers. About 21,000
Kentucky Power customers
lost power in the May storms.
Kentucky Power is the third
Kentucky electric company to
seek and receive authority to
establish a regulatory asset
related to the January ice
storm. Earlier this year, the
PSC authorized Kentucky
Utilities Co. (KU) to establish
aregulatory asset of $61.9 mil-
lion. Louisville Gas & Electric
Co. (LG&E) was authorized to
establish a regulatory asset of

$45.2 million.

A year ago, LG&E and KU
were authorized by the PSC to
establish regulatory assets for
the restoration expenses asso-
ciated with Hurricane Ike in
September 2008. LG&E was
authorized to establish a regu-
latory asset of $24.1 million,
while KU was allowed to
establish a regulatory asset of
$2.56 million.

Duke Energy Kentucky was
allowed to establish a regula-
tory asset of $4.92 million for
costs caused by Hurricane Ike.

Utilities routinely seek sep-
arate accounting of costs relat-
ed to natural disasters that
cause significant damage and
outages. KU was authorized to
establish such an account fol-
lowing the February 2003 ice
storm, while LG&E was grant-

ed a regulatory asset after the
1974 tornado in Louisville.
Regulatory assets generally
are sought by investor-owned
utilities, which are not eligible
for federal or state disaster

- assistance. Electric coopera-

tives which suffer damage
from storms that are designat-
ed as major disasters typically
have almost all of their costs

reimbursed by the federal and

Six deaths on Kentucky
roadways last week

FRANKFORT —
Preliminary statistics indicate
that six people died in six sep-
arate crashes on Kentucky
roadways from Monday, Dec.
14, through Sunday, Dec. 20.

Five of the crashes involved
motor vehicles and one victim
was not wearing a seat belt.
Single-fatality crashes
occurred in Barren, Fayette,
Hardin, Henderson and Wayne
counties. One pedestrian fatal-
ity occurred in Meade County.

Through Dec. 20, prelimi-
nary statistics indicate that 757
people have lost their lives on
Kentucky roadways during
2009. This is 39 fewer fatali-
ties than reported for the same
time period in 2008.

There were 616 motor vehi-
cle fatalities and 342 of those
victims were not wearing .seat
belts. Thirty-nine pedestrians
and five bicyclists have been
killed. = Eighty fatalities
involved a motorcycle, 16

fatalities involved an ATV and
one involved a scooter.
Seventy-two crashes involved
a commercial motor vehicle. A
total of 158 fatalities have
resulted from crashes involv-
ing the suspected use of alco-
hol.

Citizens can contribute to
highway safety by reporting
erratic drivers to the Kentucky
State Police toll-free at (800)
222-5555. Callers will remain
anonymous and should give a
description of the vehicle,
location, -direction of travel
and license number if possible.

These statistics are still pre-
liminary as KSP waits for all
local law enforcement agen-
cies throughout the state to
report any crashes and fatali-
ties that may have occurred in
their areas. Crash data for this
report is generated from the
Kentucky Fatality Analysis
Reporting System (FARS).

Kentucky topples UT-Martin

Cats equal
school-record win
streak; Gray
misses game

LEXINGTON - Behind a
career-high 25-point effort
from Keyla Snowden, the
University of  Kentucky
women’s basketball team
equaled the school record for
the longest win streak in pro-
gram history, posting an 87-47
win over the University of

Tennessee at Martin,
Wednesday night in front of
5,859 fans in Memorial
Coliseum.

Snowden (Lexington) had a
blistering performance from
the field, leading the Wildcats
to their 11th consecutive victo-
ry which equaled the school-
record 1l-game winning
streak set in 1983. Kentucky
(11-0) also has claimed nine
consecutive wins at Memorial
Coliseum, good for the eighth-
best home win streak in pro-
gram annals. Thanks to a 101-
67 win over state-rival
Louisville Sunday, UK holds
the school record for the best
start to a season.

Snowden, a 5-foot-7 guard,
came off the bench and lit up
the scoreboard early, tying the
school record with five three-
pointers in the first half. She
finished the game with 25
points on 8-of-12 shooting,
including a 6-for-9 mark from
behind the arc, just one shy of
the school record for three-
pointers made in a game.
Snowden’s 25-point effort
bested her previous career
high of 15 points.

Kentucky shot 46.9 percent
(30-for-64) from the field,
including 43.5 percent (10-for-
23) from behind the arc, with
five players contributing dou-
ble-digit scoring efforts for the
second time this season.
Senior guard Amani Franklin
(Stone Mountain, Ga.) led the

. team with eight rebounds, con-

tributing 10 points and three

assists.  Freshman  A'dia
Mathies (Louisville) added 10
points, five rebounds and four
assists. Junior guard Carly
Morrow (Chattanooga, Tenn.)
connected on three 3-point
attempts, charting 11 points
and three rebounds. Victoria
Dunlap (Nashville, Tenn.), the
reigning SEC Player of the
Week, finished with 13 points,
seven steals, six rebounds,
three blocks and two assists.
Sophomore Rebecca Gray
(Georgetown) was the only
Wildeat not dressed as she sat
with a mild concussion sus-
tained Sunday Versus
Louisville.

Kentucky never trailed in
the game (1-8) and sprinted
away from the Skyhawks with
a 24-4 run that spanned nearly
nine minutes for a 30-9 lead.
Snowden hit two three-point-
ers and scored eight points
while A'dia Mathies
(Louisville) added five points
and Victoria Dunlap and
Amani Franklin chipped in
four each. UK held UTM with-
out a point for more than five
minutes during the run.

The Wildcats’ defense held
UT Martin to 30 percent
shooting from the field (6-of-
20) in the first half while forc-
ing the Skyhawks into 19
turnovers that Kentucky con-
verted into 28 points. UK led
45-19 at intermission.

A 13-0 run midway through
the second half extended
Kentucky’s advantage to 68-
24 with 9:06 remaining. The
Skyhawks made only one field
goal - a three-pointer by Erica
Glisson - during the first 12:43
of the second half. Kentucky
enjoyed as much as a 47-point
lead four times in the second
stanza before ending the con-
test- with a 40-point victory.

In addition to a fast-paced
offensive attack, UK has uti-
lized a stingy defense that has
forced 24 or more turnovers
from nine of 11 opponents this
season. UT Martin turned the
ball over 30 times, with UK
registering 18 steals. The Cats
turned those miscues into 48
points. Sunday, in the thrash-
ing of Louisville, UK - the
NCAA leader in turnover mar-
gin - forced a school-record 38

turnovers, including 24 in the
first half.

UT Martin (1-7) was led by
Alecia Weatherly and Cali
Cupples with 12 and 11 points,
respectively. Darnisha Lyles
snagged a game-high 10
rebounds.

Kentucky, the Southeastern
Conference leader in points
per game, has now totaled over
65 points in each contest this
season, averaging a staggering
83.9 points per game.
Kentucky’s 87-47 win over the
Skyhawks improves its confer-
ence lead in Scoring margin to
+29.3, which entered the
evening ranking second in the
nation. It was the third consec-
utive game UK has defeated
its opponent by 30 or more
points.

UT Martin was held to 35-
percent (14-for-40) from the
field in the game, with UK
outrebounding the Skyhawks
41-26.

The Wildcats now lead the
all-tim¢ series with  the
Skyhawks 4-0, including a 2-0
mark in Lexington. UK has
now won 17 of its last 18
games against non-conference
foes.

Kentucky will return to
action with a road game at
Middle Tennessee  State
Monday (Dec. 28.) The game
will be broadcast live on the
Big Blue Sports Network

(radio), with the Voice of UK
Hoops and MTSU  alumni,
Neil Price, calling the action.
Fans in Lexington can hear the
game live on WLAP 630-AM.

Wall named candidate for Bob Cousy Award

Freshman averaging
18 points, 7 assists

per game for Wildcats

LEXINGTON - University
of Kentucky men’s basketball
freshman John Wall was
named a Bob Cousy Award
candidate as announced by
The Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame in
Springfield, Massachusetts.

Wall, a 6-4 guard from
Raleigh, N.C., is averaging a
team high 18.0 points, 7.0

assists and 2.6 steals. He ranks
second nationally in assists
and 18th in steals.

He has already received
four of five SEC Freshman of
the Week awards this season
and was named ESPN.com’s
National Player of the Week in
late November.

Wall set a UK freshman
record for assists in a game
with 14 against UNC
Asheville. He also recorded
the third most steals by fresh-
man with six against UNC
Asheville and UConn. In addi-
tion he hit the game-winning
shot against Miami University
while ' scoring 12  of
Kentucky’s final 15 points in
UK'’s 64-61 win over UConn.

The annual award, named

for Hall of Famer and former
Boston Celtic Bob Cousy, rec-
ognizes college basketball’s
top point guard. Seventy-two
(72) candidates have been
nominated for the 2010 award.
Nominations were solicited
from all Division I, IT and IIT
schools across the country.

This original list of candi-
dates will be narrowed down
to a final 20 by January 1st,
final 10 by February lst, and
final five by March 1st. The
winner of the 2010 Bob Cousy
Award presented by The
Hartford will be presented at
the Hall of Fame's Class
Announcement on Monday,
April 5th in Indianapolis as
part of NCAA Final Four
weekend.
