Manchin said he's not just
asking for a day 'to stop pro-
duction, he is wanting opera-
tops and employees to focus
strictly on safety measures
they've been taught and on
safety inspections during their
regular work shifts.

The governor signed an
executive order stating that

immediate action 1s warranted
to identify and remedy condi-
tions in underground coal
mines 1n the state that create a
risk of combustion or explo-
sion. The order specifically
encourages each operator of an
active underground coal mine
in West Virginia to take what-
ever actions are needed to
ensure the mine’s complance
with health and safety stan-
dards.

“This was a deep mine
explosion and those can be
horrific,” Manchin said. “In a
deep mine explosion, there's
no way to protect anybody in
the mine. All you can do is
prevent it from happening.
What we're trying to do is, in
their honor, re-cvaluate every-
thing we do and the practices
we use to make it safe. Not one
person should have to work in
unsafe conditions. Everyone
should expect to go home at
night or in the morning.”

In addition, Manchin has
ordered immediate state
inspections of underground
mines, starting with the mines
that have had the greatest
number of violations for com-
bustion risks.

“Mine health and safety
laws are in place to protect our
coal miners, but it's clear that a
breakdown occurred and we
lost 29 miners who should be

Guest View
People should
have had their say
on EPA guidelines

There has been a clear message coming from Washington,
D.C. in recent months: coal i1s bad, and surface mining is
Worse. .

Last week, the EPA announced a new set of guidelines by
which coal companies will begin pperating in regard to water
quality. These guidelines-go into effect immediately, though
there will be an opportunity for public comment later this
year. It would have been better to issue the new guidelines for
public review before putting them into effect. As it is, the peo-
ple of Central Appalachia will only have their say after the
fact.

There is little doubt that companies looking for surface
mining permits will have a hard time in the future getting the
necessary paperwork through to put people to work. As a
result, we can expect there to be less jobs available for the
people of this region.

For a country that derives about 50 percent of its energy
needs from coal, this type of talk is increasingly becoming a
dangerous position to take in regard to the economy. Granted,
there are certainly environmental issues with the extraction of
coal in Central Appalachia. Anyone in eastern Kentucky,
many of whom are still without a potable water supply
because of contaminated wells due to a variety of factors,
know full well the importance of clean water, But at present
the coal industry also props up the local economy. In short,
without the coal industry, which according to the Qffice of
Mine Safety and Licensing (OMSL) provided 16,000 jobs in
Kentucky in 2007, the most recent data available, the eastern
Kentucky economy will collapse. To deny mining permits
based upon a new set of guidelines is to force hundreds of
miners to potentially choose between remaining in the region
or leaving it in search of employment. That’s hardly a step
forward and a dichotomy our people should not have to face.

Why our economy has become so dependent on the coal
industry is currently not the point. What is important now is
that there simply is nothing to take its place on such a large
scale. In Perry County, according to OMSL, more than 800
. people were employed in surface mines in 2007. For a county
with just under 30,000 people, that’s a lot of employment
coming from a single industry, and that’s not counting the
underground miners. Where are many of these families
expected to go if the jobs disappear? That’s a question for
which no one has an answer, especially not the EPA.

In an economy where the nation has continued to shed jobs
by the thousands each month, and in a region already nation-
ally known for high levels of poverty, that’s not a very good
fiscal policy.

While we appreciate that the EPA is looking out for the best
interest of our environment, what will be the real price tag in
terms Of economic health with which these new guidelines
carry with them? Losing jobs is something we couldn’t afford
before, and it’s certainly something we can even less afford
now.

House week
in review

With state revenues down and
demand for services up, state law-
makers are looking for every penny
we can find this session to maintain
the educational progress Kentucky
has made in our public schools since
thé early 1990s.

We have so far managed during
this Great Recession to avoid cuts to
base school funding known as SEEK
when most of state government has

“endured cuts of 20 to 25 percent in the

face of massive state budget short-
falls. The questions we have to ask
ourselyes this session are can we con-
tinue to hold our schools harmless
from cuts when we face our state’s
worst budget shortfall in recent histo-
ry? And, if we cannot, what is the best
course of action to take?

The House says eliminating two
days from the 177-day public school
calendar is the best idea, while the
Senate supports reductions in the very
base school funding (SEEK) we law-
makers have fought for years to pro-
tect. If you ask me, neither idea 1s a
good one, but T also know we have a
constitutional duty to balance the state
budget and have virtually no other
means besides spending cuts to do so
since no new revenue has been creat-
ed this session. Still, somehow I doubt
that taking “the road less traveled™, to
quote the great Robert Frost, will
“make all the difference”™ in this situa-
tion, :

No agreement had been reached on
the state budget bill as of early last

week, so I cannot tell you at this time
what cuts, if any, will be made to base
school funding by session’s end on
April 14 or 15, What I can tell you is
our state’s expected budget shortfall
of roughly $1.5 billion between 2010
and 2012 will make-it very, very diffi-
cult to avoid any cuts to public
schools this budget go-around.

It is hard to imagine any silver lin-
ing to this stormy budget situation.
But if you look hard enough, you can
find one. I found a much welcome sil-
ver lining in the funding that the
Kentucky Lottery provides year after
year for education in our state. Next to
state education dollars from SEEK
and local and federal dollars spent on
public education in Kentucky, a huge
source of education funding is—you
guessed it—the Kentucky "Lottery,
which to date has provided more than
$1.35 billion for college scholarships
and grants for students statewide.

Did you know that 100 percent of
Lottery’s proceeds go toward scholar-
ships and grants, with 55 percent of
proceeds allocated for need-based
scholarships and 45 percent allocated
for the KEES (Kentucky Educational
Excellence Scholarship) merit schol-
arship program? 'm sure you have
heard of KEES, which provides every
Kentucky high school student with a
GPA of 2.5 or higher with up to five
years of college or technical tuition
assistance on a graduated basis,
depending on their high school GPA.
Thousands of local students haye ben-
efited from KEES in the program’s
11-year history, and thousands more
will in the years to come,

KEES and the other scholarship
and tuition grant programs paid for by
Lottery revenues are making a big dif-
ference in education in " our
Commonwealth, Some proof of this

can be found in the Kentucky Lottery
Corporation’s 2009 Annual: Report, &
which reports a 32-percent jump in
Kentucky’s college attendance rate
since 1999 when the state began
requiring that 100 percent of Lottery
proceeds be used to fund the scholar-
ships and grants.

What's more, data on the KEES
program indicates that more of
Kentucky’s best and brightest students
are staying in Kentucky to attend col-
lege thanks to financial support from
the Lottery.

I am very happy that our Lottery
has been proven and continues to
prove itself as an engine of our state's .
education system, particularly in these '
tough times,

If you are curious about the finan-
cial condition of the Kentucky
Lottery, you will be pleased to know
that the Lottery is booming. The
President and CEO of the Kentucky
Lottery Corporation, Arch Gleason,
reported recently to every lawmaker
that last fiscal year was a record-set-
ting year in sales for the Lottery. Over
$800 million in sales were reported by
the Lottery for the first time in its his-
tory last year, ensuring that this 20-
year source of state education funding »
is alive and well with a successful fis-
cal year 2010 in the works.

human papilloma virus (HPV). An
infection of the skin with this virus
causes the outer layer of the skin to
grow rapidly, which forms a wart.
Warts are contagious. They can be
passed from person to person through
direct contact, which is partially why
they are more common in children,

There are more than 100 types of

human papilloma viruses. Many are
harmless, and others can cause seri-
ous problems like- cervical cancer.
Different types of HPV cause differ-
ent types of warts. For example, HPV
can cause genital warts, which stem

Warts caused by versatile
human papilloma virus

from a sexually transmitted infection.
HPV also causes plantar warts, which
occur on the soles of the feet and can
be spread in public showers and other
places where people walk around
barefooted.

Because wart viruses can live on
surfaces for a while, they can be
spread by indirect contact, like wear-
ing someone else’s shoes. Also, it
may take several months for a wart (o
develop after exposure, so it’s often
difficult to determine the source of
the infection,

People © with  compromised
immune systems, such as people with
cancer or AIDS, are at increased risk
for contracting any viral illness,
including warts. Also at increased
risk are children and young adults.

Many common warts will go away
on their own, but people often treat

them for cosmetic reasons or to help
prevent their spreading. One recently
confirmed home remedy involves
duct tape. Simply adhere a small
piece of duct tape directly to the wart
to progressively kill the abnormal
skin cells. Change the duct tape
weekly, and file down the dead skin
before reapplying, Continue until the
wart is gone. Several-over-the-count-
er wart (reatments are effective as
well.

If warts are resistant to both the
duct tape and over-the-counter-treat-
ments, then a visit to your primary
care physician or a dermatologist
may be in order. Warts can be frozen
off with liquid nitrogen, or treated

with an acid or chemical. Both of

these procedures may need to be
repeated several tmes before the
wart is fully removed. Sometimes the

wart needs to be cut away. This can
usually be done in the doctor’s office
under a local anesthetic, Laser treat- »
ment can also be used, but is consid-
ered a last-resort option due 1o scar-
ring.

As with anything, prevention is
always best. If you have a wart, he
sure (o cover it to prevent spreading it
to others. Finally, wash your hands
frequently and always wear shower
shoes in public showers,

Dealing with blood pressure that won’t budge

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
I've had severe high blood
pressure for many years. |
have tried all the medicines
you can think of. I am 62 and
have had one ministroke. I'm
not looking for another. I used
to weigh 235 pounds. I lost
100 pounds. I watch my salt..
have. tried everything. My
family has a history of high
blood pressure. Can you rec-
ommend anything? — F.

ANSWER: Blood pressure
that doesn’t drop by making
life changes (weight loss and
diet) or by taking three or four
blood pressure medicines is
called resistant high blood
pressure (hypertension). Your
weight loss is admirable. It

should have reduced
pressure.

Watching your salt intake is
also important. That entails
more than not using the salt

your

~ shaker. It requires you to care-

fully look for the salt content
(listed as sodium or sodium
chloride) of all your foods.
Commercial soups, frozen din-
ners, many canned goods and
luncheon meats often have a
high salt content: Your diet
should be one of fruits, vegeta-
bles, whole grains (unrefined
wheat, barley, rye and oats)
and one where meat and fats
are eaten sparingly.

Increase foods with lots of
potassium in them: tomatoes,

.potatoes, prunes, lima beans,

kidney beans, navy beans,
bananas, oranges and orange
juice, spinach, peaches, can-
taloupe and broccoli.
Potassium lowers blood pres-
Sure.

Exercise for 30 minutes
every day. Get your doctor’s
approval first, and start out
modestly. Brisk walking is
fine.

For resistant high blood
pressure, your doctor has to
look for the less-common
causes of it. Sleep apnea (loud
snoring with pauses when
there is no breathing), adrenal
gland tumors, Cushing’s syn-
drome, narrowed kidney arter-
ies and rare tumors such as
pheochromocytoma are cases

sure. Nonsteroidal anti-inflam-
matory drugs are an example

Dear Tom and Ray:
_ 1 stopped at a “Quickie Lube -type
joint the other day and asked them
what type of oil they use in their
jast-expensive oil-change service.
The answer was “remanufactured
0il.” T left, because 1'd never heard
the term before. What is it? — Jim

RAY: Oh, that's when they drain
the oil out of the Sabaru in one bay,
and pipe it, through a hose, right into
YOur car. '

TOM: Actually, the correct term is
“re-refined oil.” Technically speak-
ing, it’s used oil that has been re-
refined, so it can be used again,

RAY: The people who promote re-

refined oil claim that the oil itself

never wears out; it just gets dirty. And
if you clean it, then add back in the

additives that got used up, the stuff is
!fw good as new

TOM: ]3ut I8ty Wells the
American Petroleum Institute says it
can be. It depends on how well it’s re-
refined.

RAY: When it’s done correctly, the
process is very similar to the way
they refine oil from crude in the first
place. It inyolves vacuum distillation
to remove dirt, water and used addi-
tives, and then hydro-treatments to

remove any remaining chemical con-

taminants. Then a new package of

additives, like
blended in.

TOM: And if it’s tested, and it
meets the same requirements that
new oil has to meet for gualities like
cold-start viscosity, engine wear and
rust protection, it earns the API seal
of approval,

RAY: So the proper question for
the “Pokey Lube™ people is not “Do
you use re-refined o0il?” It's “Is your
re-refined oil API certified?” If it is,
and if it meets the API service classi-
fication for your car (currently SM
for gasoline engines), you can use it
and you might even save yourself a
few bucks.

TOM: Or you might not, Some re-
refined oil is actually more expensive
than virgin oil. Just like my recycled
canvas-hemp hybrid potato-sack
underwear is more expensive than my
Fruit of the Looms,

RAY: Re-refined oil proponents,
which include the state of California,
point out that there are benefits
beyond cost. There are environmental
benefits of reusing engine oil. It's a
way to make use of something that
otherwise would be hazardous waste.
And 1t takes less energy to re-refine
oil than it does: to pump it out of the

rust inhibitors, is

ground and refine it. We can't argue
with that. .

TOM: They also say that major
manufacturers, including Ford and
GM, approve of using re-refined oil
in their cars, as long as it meets the
API requirements for those cars.

PIKEVILLE — The
Prestonsburg High School track
and field program turned in a
pair of top-five finishes on
Tuesday in an a meet at Pikeville
High School.

On the
boys™ side, Prestonsburg gave a
strong push for first-place before
finishing second.

“I felt we had a good meet
like we did last weekend,”
Prestonsburg Coach Dewey
Jamerson said. “The girls team
had a strong showing with a
fifth-place finish outof 11 eams.
The boys’ team was in the hunt
for a win until the last few events
but had a good second-place fin-
ish.”

— The Prestonsburg girls’
4x800 meter relay placed fourth
with a team that hadn’t ran
together before. Mckenzie
Collins, Masann Potter, Angel
Riley and Makayla Williamson
made up the team.

— Catherine Tincher was the
only scorer in a strong field in

the 100 meter dash. Jette
Burchett and Micheala Slone¢
both had personal records.

— The team of Tincher,
Courtney Foley, Leanna Goble
and Alli Hopkins placed fifth in
the 4x200 meter relay.

— Williamson had a eighth-
place finish in the 1600 meter

run, Potter had a personal record,

with a time of 10:01.

— The 4x100 relay team of

Burchett, Foley, Slone and
Alessandra Lamolinara ran a
strong time of 1:05.18 for a fifth-
place finish.

~ Chelsea Hereford had a
personal record in the 400 meter
dash, For the second consecutive
meet, Goble ran under 59 sec-
onds with a time of 58.42 for a
second-place finish.

— Collins ran 33 seconds
faster in the 800 meter run than
she ever had for a new personal
record. Angel Riley had a per-
sonal record also.

— Tincher and Kristany Setser
had a solid run in the 200 meter

dash, finishing fourth and sev-
enth, rrespectively, in a very
strong  field.  Alessandra

Lamolinara had a personal
record with her run.

— Burchett had a fifth-place
finish in the 3200 meter run with
Williamson finishing sixth,

— Running the 4x400 meter
relay for only the second time
this season was the team of
Hopkins, Goble, Slone and
Setser. “This team was thrown
together. 1 had to replace two
runners because they were
injured a bit,” Jamerson confid-
ed. The makeshift relay team ran
hard for a fourth-place finish.

— Hopkins had a personal
record in the shot put with a
throw of 22" 057, Goble finished
fifth in the long jump "and
Kristany Setser cmssed the line
sixth.

The thing is, obviously, it’s
important to recruit the best
players you possibly can. Cal
can do that. He's proven it. On
the same day he landed Knight
this week it was announced that
the top-rated player in next
year’s class — this year’s junior
class — has committed to
Kentucky as well.

This young man, a 6-7 small
forward named Michael Gilcrist,
averaged 164 points and 11.5
points for St. Patrick, N.J., High.

Cal can recruit. I will never
debate that. But at some point
someone has to decide they need
another year in college. When
that happens, banners begin to
unfurl.

I still believe Daniel Orton
will return, expect that Eric
Bledsoe will as well and would-
n't be too surprised to see Patrick
Patterson back in Lexington
also. Patterson and Bledsoe
could probably use another year
in college. Orton's declaring is
laughable.

Bring those three back and
we're off to a solid start. Knight
can obviously play, and while he

Keathley, who coached
current NBA player Jamario
Moon during his reign as
Colonels head coach. claimed
the 2005 ABA Coach of the
Year Award.

During his two seasons in
the CBA, Keathley continued

to rank as one of professional
basketball’s youngest and most
successful head coaches. In
December 2008, Keathley was
named CBA Coach of the
Month. In 2009, Pro Basketball
News (www.probasketball-
news.com) touted Keathley as
one of the top 10 professional
coaches in America not in the
NBA.

Keathley has enjoyed 10
winning seasons. He has never
had to endure a losing cam-
paign in his decade-long
coaching career. He captured
his first professional title in
2003 while on the Louisville
Eagles coaching staff in the
UPBL.

Keathley, less than one
month after capturing an ABA
championship, finds himself
already evaluating talent for
next season,

“I couldn’t have asked for a
better year — winning a cham-
pionship and being named a
coach of the vyear,” said
Keathley, “We'll see where the
next basketball season takes
us.
