Kentucky State Police 
(KSP) is already in full 
swmg v. ith its summer 
enforcemem campaign that 
targets inattentive driYcrs. 

Operation K.S.P. 
(KentUcky's Summer 
Prevt!nllon Plan) began on 
June I and is picking up 
peed as it sweeps across 

the state. The campaign will 
run through Labor Day 
weekend and will include 
over 1.000 ~afety check· 
points aero ~ the tate. 

KSP Commissioner 
Rodney Brewer said his 
agency implemented this 
multi-faceted approach in 
an effort to reduce highway 
crashes and deaths by 
reminding drivers to h~ 
alert and have their vehicle. 
road ready. 

··our goal i. to inform 
driver about the impor­
tance of having a afe vehi­
cle, an alert driver ami the 
need fo1 all passengers to 
wear sent belts," said 
Brewer. 

"Inattentive drivmg has 
become a trend with deadly, 
real con. equence · and it i:; 
the number one cause of 
crashe in Kentucky." 
remarked Brewer. ··we plan 
to focu on educatmg driv­
ers about that fact through­
out this carnpaign.'' 

The three-prong 
approach combines 
enforcement. education and 
public media to get the mes­
sage out about being ' road 
ready'. 

KSP ha, developed a 
brochure to pass out at ~afe­
ty check points. will make 
pubtic service announce­
ments and will utilize ocial 
media techhology to reach 
more people. 

KSP Public Affam 
Branch Commander. Lt. 
David Jude, say · his 
Branch, along with the 16 
public affairs officers 
acros the ·tale v.·ill be 
blitzmg the airwaves, inter-

net and print media in an 
effort to get a uniform mes­
sage out <~cross the state. 

'"Summer i~ the peak 
tru\ el season and we hope 
to increase driver safety 
awareness," said Jude. "The 
neat aspect of this campaign 
is that we not only concen­
trate on di 'tracted drivmg 
behavior - but also, the 
readincs~ of the both the 
dnver nnu their ;chide 
before they leave for their 
de tination." 

Inattentive driving is the 
failure to pay proper atten­
tion to the roadway while 
driving. It include , among 
others. eating, talkmg, put­
ting on make up, attending 
to children and texting. 

Inattentive driving i an 
important challenge for 
Kemucky driver because 
Ia t year more than 6.000 
people nationally died in 
crashes related to it. In 
Kentucky, there were over 
53,000 related crashes 
resulting in oYer 15,000 
injmies and 199 fatalities 
during 2008 

KSP ha already con­
ducted 371 safety check 
points netting 176 Dl.H 
arrests. 715 seat belt cita­
tions, 68 drug arrests~ 
recovered I stolen vehicle 
and performed 13,622 vehi­
cle inspection . 

Kentucky recently 
adopted a new texting law 
that prohibit. drivers from 
writing, sending or reading 
text·based messagrs while 
operating a motor vehicle. 
Additionally. the law bans 
the use of cell phone by 
drivers under age 18 while 
driving, with the exception 
of an emergency . lluation. 
The law went into effect 
April 25th, 2010 and _allows 

law enforcemelll officers to 
issue warnings through Jan. 
I, 2011. On January I. ll!X­

ting violators \\ill, be liable 
for fines of $25 on a fir~t 
offense ll.nd $50 on each 
subsequent offense, plus 

court co. t . The ne~' cell 
phone legislation will 
require \ iolators to pa) 
lines of S."iO on a first 
offense and $100 on each 
~uhsoquent offense, plus 
court costs.

Our forests rna) not be one of 
the fir 1 th ings to come to mind 
when considering the drivers 
behind Kentucky' economy. 
but they should be. 

Thar' s becau. ewe ship more 
than $6 b1llion worth of wood 
product each year. 1ore than 
22.000 people work in wood­
proces~mg faci lilies across the 
state, and their combined payroll 
m 20().:1. was about double the 
sale of tobacco that year. 

Foresb cover -l7 percent of 
Kentucky's total 25.6 7 million 
acres. but even that impressi \'e 
amount is down about half of 
whill it was before we became a 
state. 

.Our forests were o plentiful 
during our early years that little 
if an) thought wa. given to their 
care. Kentucky's first fore ter. 
John Barton, wrote in the early 
1900.· that most people "won­
dered why anyone should be 
concerned about the forc~ts " In 
1880 alone, it"s e ·timated that 
lire wiped out about a half-mil­
lion acres. or two percent of the 
state· s total area. 

These fac t. are just some of 
the information contained in a 
far-reaching study relea ·ed se\ ­
era! week-., ago by the Kentuck) 
Divi. ton of Forestry. That 
agency . pent a year gathering 
data on our forests as part of u 
requirement for all states-under 
the federal :wos l•arm Bill.

In Ker;ttuck), about three­

fourth~ of our forests are pn­
vately owned. a rate much high­
er than the national average of 
57 percent. Th forests them­
sel\es are very dtfferent from 
the years before Europc:an settle­
ment; only 5.000 acres remain 
that are comparable to \\hat 
Daniel Boone first saw. 

The health of our forests in 
the year ahead depend lurgdy 
on several factqrs: fire. pe 1.' and 
urban development. 

Kenrucky. unfortunately. reg­
ularly lead.· the outh in the rme 
of in tentionall> et wildfires. 
Between 2000 and 2005, more 
than 8.600 were set. with 
~II ,000 acre-., burned. The fires 
slowed somewhat in the 
decade's latter half. with "only'' 
4,400 reponed. 

Some of the pests we have 
!)een have been around tor gen­
erations, while others are rela­
tively new. Kudtu, an ornamen­
tal plant brought to the United 
States from the Far Ea t more 
than a centur} ago, can grO\\ a: 
fast as a foot a day. It' not eas) 
to remove even at its ource. as 
its tap root alone can approach 
-lOO pounds. 

A newer pest to our count!"). 
the emerald a h borer, was first 
discovered in Michigan in 2002. 
It has :ince de\ a. tated ten· of 
mill ions of ash trees. and is 
beginning to get a foothold in 
about 20 counue. 111 the north­
central region of our tate. Its 
spread i helped by transporting 
tirewooo, which is why state 
official are encouraging people 
to keep fire\\ ood local.

Between World 
War II and 1988. Kentucky 
added 1.2 mill ion acre of 
forested land. but in the last 15 
years. most of that gain has been 
lost. a total equi\ alent to the size 
of the Daniel Boone 1 1ational 
Forest. 

Right now, of the 12 countie 
that average at least 1.000 peo­
ple per square mile. only three -
Boone. Kenton and Campbell -
had at lea! t 30 percent of their 
urea in fore. ts in 20().:1.. Over the 
next decade. about 30 counties 
are on track to lose between one 
to five percent of their forested 
area. but none of the remainder 
is expected to add more than l\\ o 
percent. 

On a po iti\e note. our 
fore t · arc poised to play a big­
ger role in improving our energy 
independence and our environ­
ment.

Beginning in 2012, gloves, which may be anchored with athletic tape and even though mod­
ified, must meet the National Operating Committee on Standards for Athletic Equipmeht 
(NOCSAE) test standards at the time of manufacture. 

Other equipment changes include removal of testrictions on penalty-marker colored pads 
or gloves; revisions in the padding rule for guards, casts and braces.; and clarification of the 
illegal player equipment rule. 

In Rule 9-4-3k, the committee approved a clarification to the horse-collar rule. The word­
ing in the definition of a horse-collar was changed to address situations when player posses­
sion was lost or the ball became dead by rule after the back or side of the jersey collat/shoul-
der pads were grasped. , 

In Rule 8-2, six existing articles were refined and a new article created regarding fouls 
on scoring plays that have succeeding spot enforcement. Colgate said the change now give 
both teams the same options when a non-player or unsportsmanlike conduct foul is commit­
ted during a down in which a touchdown is scored. 

In other changes, the point differential rule by state adoption was modified to allow state 
associations to terminate a game at any point once the point differential is reached. 
Previously, the end of the first half was the earliest termination of a game by rule. In Rule 
3-Z-2, coin toss provisions were revised to state that no more than four captains per team 
can be on the field of play for the coin toss. In Rule 3-7-1, the committee revised the time­
frame for replacing playt';rS from "immediately" to "within three seconds." 

Finally, the rules committee altered field markings in nine-, eight- and six-player foot­
ball. All players who participated in the previous down and all ubstitutes must be momen­
tarily between the 7-yard marks if they play on regulation SO-yard fields. 

Points of emphasis adopted by the NFHS Football Rules Conunittee for the 2010 sea on 
include concussion recognition and management, heat illness and hydration, illegal helmet 
contact, a sisting the runner, sportsmanship and public-address announcers, and NFHS 
Football Officials Manual.

Gene Smith expected a 
con en us to emerge. It didn't. 

So the NCAA men's bas­
ketball committee blended its 
three propo. als to fonn a 
hybrid solution to the task of 
incorporating the three new 
teams to its 6S-team NCAA 
Tournament. 

Get ready for new terms 
such a "First Four" and 
"Double Bubble" for March 
Madness. 

The CAA an~ounced that 
the final four at-large team 
will play for t>vo spotl; in the 
round of 64 and the lowest 
four seeded teams will play to 
earn the other two spots. 

These "First Four'' games 
will be televised nationally in 
prime time by Turner 
Broadcasting's truTV (former­
ly Court TV). The days and 
sites have yet to be deter­
mined. Smith, the Ohio State 
athletic director who will 
become the basketball com­
mittee chairman this year, said 
he's partial to having the 
games played in Dayton. 
wh1ch has served as the stte of 
the tournament's opening­
round games. 

Smith said three proposal 
were sent for comment to col­
leges. One would have pined 
the fmal eight at-large teams 
against each other for the four 
spots in the round of 64. A sec­
ond would have bad the eight 
lowest-seeded teams play each 
other. A third would have had 
the last four at-large teams 
play the four lowest-seeded 

teams. 
"There was no national 

consensus on ~ particular 
model," Smith said. "It was aU 
over the board. There were 
orne that were comfortable 

with any model, which 
shocked me.'' 

When the committee met in 
Chicago in late June, the 
hybrid model emerged as the 
solution halfway through the 
five-day meeting. Smith said. 

"I can't peak for the other 
committee members. but for 
me the critical point was that 
we had added three at-large 
teams (in tournament expan­
sion)," Smith <;aid. "There's 
nothing new about the (auto­
matic qualifiers). What' new 
were the at-large teams. It 
became clear to me that they 
hould (also) be playing in the 

first round." 
The opening-round contest 

in Dayton, commonly dubbed 
the play-in game, has been 
more curiosity than genuine 
attraction because it involved 
two teams from bottom-eche­
lon conferences. Invariably, 
the urvivor has been fodder 
for a o. I seed. 

NO\\, at least two of the 
"First Four" ,gan1es are likely 
to involve familiar teams. 
(Officially. they'U be classified 
a first-round game , with 
round of 64 game called the 
second round.) 

An added layer of intrigue 
will accompany bubble teams 
as they fight to get into the 
tournament because they'll 
want to avoid a ''double bub­
ble'' scenario of having to play 
an extra game to reach the 
round of64. 

Typically, the last four at­
large team are seeded 11th or 
12th. but that's not a given. 
Teams are sometimes moved ~ 
up or down a seed, usually to 
avoid a potential intra-confer­
ence matchup in the first three 
rounds. 

Teams are seeded l-6S and 
then placed in the bracket. It's 
pos ible that one or more of 
the fmal four at-large teams 
will be given a better seed 
than one that doesn't have to 
play a first-round game. 

The decision where and 
when to play those games will 
be decided in the next few 
weeks, Smith said. • 

The leading contenders are 
Dayton and Indianapolis, 
which is the home of NCAA 
headquarters. Smith said it's 
po sible the first-round games 
could be played at different 
regional sites, though he's not 
in favor of that for logistical 
reasons. 

He said he prefers Dayton 
because of the support it has 
given the opening-round 
game. 

'The staff at the NCAA is 
having a lot of conversations 
with facilities and television 
(officials)," Smith said. "1 do 
lean toward making sure we 
do everything we can to pay a 
tribute to Dayton. They've 
done a marvelous job over the 
years. I think last year they 
had 7.000 (spectators) with 
two teams that have no affi.nj. 
ty with that community. 

''But who knows whether 
they can handle this format? 
Can they handle two days (of 
games). Can they handle four 
games in one day? That has to 
be evaluated by staff."

The ~kinny on 
clean chicken

Barbeque chicken - what could 
be better? 

I've had a serious weakness for 
barbeque chicken since my childhood 
in rural Arkansas, where one of the 
key players on the social scene was 
the 4-H Club. and one of the biggest 
social events of the year wa the 4-H 

• ' Barbeque Chicken Cook-off. I can see 
it now: grills spread far and wide 
aero s the local fairgrounds, the air 
filled with the most aromatic smoke 
imaginable, and everybody jealously 
guarding their .. secret recipe'' bar­
beque sauce. 

If you're a barbeque chicken afi­
cionado, you probably already know 
the rules of safe chicken grilling, but 
just in case you can use a refre. her, 
here's a short-and-sweet version: 

• Put your raw chicken on one 
plate to carry it out to the grill, and on 
a separate, clean plate to carry it to the 

~ table after grilling. Don't put the 
' cooked chicken back on the raw 

chick.en' plate unless you've 
scrubbed that plate with hot, soapy 
water before llsing it again. 

• Use a meat thermometer- one 
of those that gives you a digital read­
out tn seconds. You need to cook your 
chicken to an intemal temperature of 
at least 165 degrees Fahrenheit, and 
you may want to go even higher, 
depending on your personal prefer­
ences on chicken doneness. 

•If you ' ve touched the raw chick­
en, be sure to was:1 your hand in hot, 

- soapy water for at least 20 seconds 
afterwards. The same goes for any 
utensils, such as tongs, that have 
touched the raw chicken. 

• As for the barbeque sauce, there 
are two schools of thought on that. · 
You might want to cook the chicken 
in a skillet on the stove fir. t, o that 
it's almost done, and then pur it on the 
grill for the finishing touche of 
smokey flavor and barbeque sauce 
(while aiming for that all-important 
internal temperature of 165 degrees 
F). Or, if you're more of a barbeque 
purist, cook the chicken "plain'' on the 
grill, until it's well on its way to being 

~ done, before you start lathering on 
the sauce. The reason? ff you bath the 
bird in sauce as soon as it goes onto 
the grill, your sauce wi ll turn black 
and look overdone long before the 
chicken' s acrually cooked thoroughly. 
and you wind up taking the chicken 
off the fire too early. 

Why all the worry about chicken 
cleanliness? • Two words: 
Campylobacter and Salmonella. 
According to the Centers for Di ease 
Control and Prevention. 
Campylobacter _i the most commonly 
identified bacterial cause of diarrheal 

• disease in the world. and this bacteria 
lives in the intestines of healthy chick­
ens. The CDC also notes on it~ web­
site that "most raw poultry meat ha 
Campylobacter on it." A for 
Salmonella, it too, Jives in the intes­
tines of birds, and can cause an illnes 
called sa lmonellosis that often 
includes diarrhea. fever and abdomi­
nal cramps. 

ln. case you ' re beginnmg to su pect 
that cleaning up chicken carcasse is a 
good idea. you're absolutely right. 
And the scientists of the Agricultural 
Research Service (ARS) have the 
same Idea. 

Fortunately for all of us. they've 
fit also come up with a very promising 

answer: a cleansing solu tion that can 
be used on the eviscerated birds m the 
poultry processing plant. The cleanser 
is made up of very low concentration 
of lauric acid and potas. Ium hydrox 
ide. This could be extremely useful to 
poultry processors who want a practi­
cal, non-chlorine-based sanitizer, and 
it could also be a boon for processors 
in countries where chlorine rinses 
aren't used. 

In the ARS studies, the poultry car­
casses were spray-washeo with differ-

In addition to helping pay 
energy bills for low-income 
families and the elderly. ome 
Community Action Agencie 
may also choose to use LIHEAP 
fu nds to provide air conditioners 
and fat1s to the elderly. disabled 
and to households with children 
younger than 6 years old.
