This conference gives Legisla­
tor a great opportunity to learn 
more about issues affecting their 
. tate, and to hear from national . 
leaders who shape those issues. 

Some of the topics covered 
included the recent healthcare 
reform approved by Congress, 
which will lead to some signifi­
cant changes in the years ahead. 
The more we know now. the 
sooner we can properly prepare 
for it.

Instead, it will feature eight dif­
ferent competition , ranging 
from a IOO-mile endurance race 
to show jumping.

ovember 5th and 6th, 
Churchill Downs will host the 
Breeders' Cup for the record 
seventh time. ESPN and ABC 
will broadcast that event to more 
than 120 countries.

House week 
in review 

by REP. HUBERT COLLINS 

After seven rounds of budget 
cuts in the past two and half 
years, Kentuckians arc ready for 
ome good economic news. 

That includes us Kentuckians 
in state government, which has 
been forced to balance the 
state's poor revenue growth 
witl1 pending cuts to most pub­
lic programs. Even Kentucky 
Medicaid-now more in demand 
than ever as the growing ranks 
of Kentucky's unemployed 
apply for health care assistance­
i · trying to curb it costs to the 
tune of around $87 million by 
changing how it pre cription 
drug and other programs are 
managed. 

But there was not a lot of 
good news to be found in' the 
state's General Fund revenue 
report for Fi. cal Year 20 10 that 
ended on June 30. The headline 
of a July 12 state-Issued press 
release on the report pretty much 
said ll all · ·· ... Kentucky tax col­
Lections lowest 10 5 years: 
General Fund receipts fell 2.4 
percent.. ." 

The pre s release, is ued by 
the 'State Budget Director' s 
Office, smd FY 20 I 0 revenues 
were 2.4 percent less-or 20 I 

million hort-of General Fund 
collections from FY 2009 and 
$439 million short of FY 2008 
revenue . It also indicated that 
FY 2010 was the ftrst time ince 
the end of World War II that 
Kentucky' General Fund 
receipts had fallen for a econd 
. traight year. 

None of us who track the 
state's economy can ay we 
were tru I y urpnsed by the 
new . After aU. the group that 
forcca ·ts the official revenue 
e timates for tbe 
Commonwealth (the independ­
ent Consensus Forecasting 
Group) told us last December to 
expect FY 2010 revenue to 
d cline 2. 7 percent from FY 09 
leveh-not exactly a . ign of 
trong economic recovery. lt 

was, mostly. just another serv­
ing of the same disappointing 
new we have come to expect 
from re enue reports dished out 
~ ilie~~owrthe~~fuw 
years. 

What did surprise us. if not 
downnght delight u . i the fact 
that the FY 20 I 0 revenue 
decline was not a steep as fore· 
ca ters had thought. 

Actual number. relea ed by 
the Budget Director' , Office io 
fact show that Kentucky collect­
ed $27.2 million at the end of 
FY 2010, or 0.3 percent more 
than the 2.7 percent dedine 
rorecast by thl' CFG. The fore­
casters had pr•di ted that rev-

enue would improve some 
throughout the year. but not to 
the extent that it did. 

Finally-a bit of good news. 
The turnabout in economic 

fortune led Budget Director 
Mary Lassiter to comment in the 
July 12 release that while "seri­
ou. budgetary challenges" are 
still before us in the 
Commonwealth, " .. .. achieving 
the FY 10 revenue estimate in 
both the General Fund and Road 
Fund i certainly a welcomed 
sign that we are beginning to ee 
"orne signs of economic recov­
ery." 

The $27.2 million in revenues 
is also welcomed. The money 
Will, by law, either be placed in 
the state' Budget Re erve 
"rainy day" trust fund to cushion 
the General Fund in other rough 
budget cycle or be used to pay 
for unbu~geted tate expenses 
like icc stonn , di aster assis­
tance. flood , legal judgement , 
and o on. The Budget Director' 
Office said these unbudgeted 
expen es, known as "necessary 
government expense " . have 
averaged $49 million over the 
last four years. 

Some gaios were al o made 
m lhe tate' Road Fund, which 
aw a FY 20 10 revenue increa e 

of 1.2 percent over FY 2009. 
The greatest gain in Road Fund 
rece~pts in FY 2010 were the

'Common' 
treasures 

by SANDY MILLER HAYS 
AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE 

A k the person-in-the-street today 
to de. cribe what he or he might be 
worried about, and a whole range of 
po ible an wers could come up: the 
economy, the environment, medical 
i ues, their kids, their job ... and on 
and on. Probably wheat, bean and 
potatoes wouldn't even make the list. 

After all, these are uch common 
crops- they've alway been with us 
and they always will be, right? Isn't 
this on par with worrying about 
whether the un will come up in the 
morning? 

ot exactly. Yes, these are so­
called "common crops," and they're 
staples in many parts of the world. But 
the di. ease challenges to these basic 
crops never end. and some of those 
diseases are so potent that all our high­
tech crop varieties of the 21 t century 
can't tand up to them. 

Let' ·tart with wheat. Remember 
that saying, "Ru t never leep '"? If 
you're a wheat farmer, you know how 
true that really i . I'Ql not talking about 
the kmd of rust that attacks your lawn 

· furniture. but a plant disea e that, in at 
lea t one variation - a tern rust fun­
gus called U g99 - is the most virulent 
threat we've seen to the world wheat 
supply. 

First di covered in Uganda in 1999 
(hence the name), Ug99 has ince 
spread across Africa, A ia and the 
Middle Ea. t. It's been able to over­
come ·orne of the mo·t stem-rust-

~ resistant wheat varieties developed 
. during the past several decades, and 

can wipe out entire wheat field . 
Fortunately, the cicntists of the 

Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 
have e tablished the first-ever Winter 
Wheat Stem Rust Resistance Nur ery 
in Ankara, Turkey, in collaboration 
with the International Maize and 
Wheat Improvement Center (CIM­
MYT). They'll work with CIMMYT 
to di tribute I 00 wheat line that have 
been identified by imemational scien­
tists as having resistance to the deadly 
Ug99 tem I"4 t and it de cendants. 

Clo er to home, ARS scientists 
• recently olved a longstandmg mys­

tery as to how a different threat to 
wheat, called stripe ru t. can be so 
adaptable, diverse and virulent. 
They've figured out that this particular 
fungus . is capable of both sexually 
reproducing on the leave of barberry, 
a common ornamental plant, a well as 
asexual mutation. 

They were tipped off by finding 
infected leaves on barberry plant on 
the Univer ity of Nfinne ota campu . 
At fiist they thought the tern rust fun­
gu • had overcome the natural resi t­
ance of U.S. barberry plants, but they 
later di covered the barberry serve as 
a " exua1" or alternate host for stripe 
ru t, providing a springtime breeding 
ground for spores capable of infecting 
wheat plant . 

Ug99 is omething fairly new, but 
by comparison, the threat to potatoe IS 

something very, very old - a fungus 
called Phytophthora infestans. Thi i 
the same fungus that cau ed the Great 
Irish Potato Famine of 1845-49, and 
it's still bedeviling us! 

The good news is that ARS scien­
ti t , appropriately located in Idaho, 
have a unique breeding program to 
come up with new potato lines that 
resi t P. infeJ;tan , which cause a de' ­
astating potato disease called late · 
blight. They're sending 2.500 potato 
breeding "clones" annually to a· collab­
orator in Cbapingo, Mexico, where the 
disease is endemic, to ee how the new 
lines perform. 

They've already relea ed one 
promi ing candidate, a potato called 
"Defender," and a second one, as yet 
unnamed, could soon join the fight, 
depending on how it doe in field trial 
now under way. 

Finally, beans - what could be 
more ordinary than beans? They're 
even known as ''common beans," but

Project teaches Appal·achian st 
how to become entrepreneurs

MOREHEAD - Amid pre­
dictions of continuing migration 
from Appalachia by it young 
people, a new educational pro­
gram i teaching elementary and 
middle school student in 
Appalachian Kentucky the 
entrepreneurial kills that can 
prepare them for a future in the 
region, creating JOb for thcm­
selve and others. 

The E-Discovery Challenge 
help 15 of the Kentucky coun­
ties that the Appalachian 
Regional Commission classifies 
as economically distre sed. The 
project. launched by the 
Kentucky Entrepreneurial 
Coache Institute at the 
University of Kentucky, pro­
vide student w1th small eed 
grants to ·tart their own small 
business, which they ·pend a 
semester developing. 

Students are divided into 
team , which craft a bu inc 
plan, develop a product and par-

ticipate in a year-end ale event. 
Any profits (income exceeding 
the amount of the seed grant) are 
di tributed equally among team 
members. 

The tudent learned eco­
nomic , mathematic and other 
essential busine kills, but they 
ay the biggest le ·on they 

learned was the value of working 
together and trading idea. with 
others. "I learned you have to 
trust your teammates and work 
with them to do the job," aid 
Morgan County tudcnt Jo h 
Adkins, who e team made T-
hirt . 

Another middle- chool stu 
dent, Devon Mtddleton of Elliott 
County, agrees. "It's good to get 
along with people even if you 
might not like them," Nfiddletoh 
said. 

Middleton rud the program 
made him and hi teammate 
consider becoming entrepre­
neurs as adults, whtlc Adkins 
aspires to be an mvc tor in new 
bu ines e. . "I want to make 

money from my job 
1 
and then 

invest it in omething like what 
we did'' in the program, he aid. 

Students and teachers in the 
program ay the mo. t valuable 
les on may have been that there 
is opportunity in Appalachia. 

"It helped them see that they 
are not nece · arily tuck," 
Lawrence County teacher Joe 
Halfhill said. "If they have a new 
idea or a twi t on an old idea 
they don't have to do what they 
have alway done, what their 
parents did.·· 

Lawrence County h coal. 
but mo t of the 15 countie in the 
project do not. "There i nothing 
in our area to do unles · you go to 
college and become a nur ·e or 
teacher," Lewis County teacher 
Lisa Zornes said. Students ''have 
to leave for a good job unless 
they can tart their own bu i­
ness." 

The Entrepreneurial Coaches 
In titutc trained 55 teacher in 
Bath, Carter, Casey, Clay. 
Clinton, Elliott. Hart. Lawrence. 

Lewis, Monroe, Morgan, 
RobertSon. Ru sell, Wayne and 
Wolfe countie to incorporate 
the E-D iscovery Challenge's 
entrepreneurial curriculum into 
the classroom. The project 
reached nearly 1,700 students 
and created close to 500 small 
bu inesses, Institute Director 
Ron Hu teddc aid. 

All the counties in the pro­
gram are rural. Hu tedde said 18 
percent of rural Americans 
already have their own business, 
and that number is projected to 
increase.

"We recently lost a facto­
ry in our community and a 
lot of people lost their jobs," 
Bath County teacher 
Jennifer Blount said, adding 
that one of the best conver­
sations she had with her stu­
dents during the program 
came when they discussed 
what small bu inesses could 
do for their area. "We talked 
more in detail about rural 
issues. They are concerned 
about the future of our com­
munity."
