Indians •. wooden plank buildings. dug earthen wells. hoof and horseback transportation. strife. struggle, and toil 
were all recollected by the Senior citizens who discussed the HISTORY of Maytown Schools. There \>'ere, also. the 
obvious and justifiable feelings of pride and self -satisfaction for a job well done. In the beginning the community of 
Maytown conceived the idea, Education--Maytown. the town made the school and owned me school.

When me town was first established there were no schools in this area. One of the earliest means of getting an ed­
ucation in this vicinity was discussed by a prominent citizen who told of his Great Grandfather paying $2.00 for a formal 
education that consisted of two-hours instruction. A traveling Indian, who had "pitched tent" where the high\,ray marker 
now reads EASTERN. provided two hours of instruction in vital educational tasks such as adding 5 + 5, and printing the 
ABC's. 

The first formal schooling at Maytown had a very humble beginning. A small group of citizens. of which Dr. J. H. 
Allen, the late Townsel Combs. and the late W. A. Stewart, (other names not remembered). were visiting. By chance, 
the subject of a school entered the discussion. The idea of a school plant was conceJved and me citizens present initi-
a ted the idea and with the help of other interested and dedicated citizens propelled the project until it became a reality. 

The first school was located on private land owned by George May. Sr. and was later moved to "Tobacco Hollow" 
on the A. J. May. Sr . Estate . Meetings were held every Saturday to raise money to provide revenue for the school. 
Ladies of the town held bake sales weekly. sold hand-made items, and planned the largest Barbecue ever staged in this 
vicinity. The town assumed the responsibility for payment of teachers' salaries which averaged $25.00 monthly. 

Older citizens recollections about the first school here include the following: There was no water system or plumb­
ing. The building was heated with coal. There was no lunchroom. Teachers and students brought meals from home and 
usually ate outside the building. Teachers provided food for the needy children. Motor transportation was unheard of. 
Students walked, rode horseback and in later years rode the train to and from school. Students who came from a dis­
tance found lodgings in homes here. School buses did not operate until1937. Usually work was the only form of recrea­
tion. However. games like marbles. baseball and hopscotch were favorites. Later basketball was participated in but 
was not a favorite . The only subjects taught were the required ones. The length of the school term was 5 months. 

Maytown was one of the few schools which had a high school. and was the second high school in Floyd County. 
Mrs . Alice Lloyd of Caney Creek Community Center provided teachers for the Maytown School. Mrs. Palmer came from 
Caney to be the first principal of high school. Prof. Boughton was first principal of new brick school. In later years Mr. 
v. 0. Turner became principal and served in this capacity longer man any other person. Graduates of yesteryear will 
fondly remember faculty of the past--Pr\Jf. Boughton, H. N. C oley, Mrs. Amy Begley. Mrs. Elizabeth Baker, Mr. and 
Mrs. V. 0. Turner, and Lucretia Wicker. 

After a high school building. the vocational building. and gymnasium had been obtained the town rallied to the 
cause again and under the ambitious leadership of Arnold Maggard, Pres. and Mrs. Viola Stewart, V. Pres. of an organ­
ization known as "The Club" , the lunchroom proJect was starred. All the people in the Community were enthused over 
the lunchroom being built. The townspeople helped build the lunchroom and bought all equipment. 

Many changes are wrought by time . The appearances are altered , the essentials remain the same. Maytown of 
yesteryear differs from that of today only in externals. The courageous community, ambitious citizens, joy. friendliness 
and the spirit are the same. Our adherence to standards of scholastic excellence have not changed.

With Mrs. Stewart and Mr. Martin guiding us in our proJects and achievements, chaperoning our trip to 
Washington and New York, and helping us plan our last ceremonial activities. we are now writing the final 
chapters to our history.
